PROGRAM REPORT 

 

Lou Lombardo Speaks to Club on Visit to Kenyan Rescue Center 

 

O n July 25th, former Club member 

Lou Lombardo spoke at our meet-

ing about his recent visit to the St.          

Michaelõs Rescue Center in Maragua, 

Kenya.  The Center is home to 18 boys, 

ages 9-17, who left abusive homes and had 

been living on the streets.  

 Lou was accompanied on the trip by his 

wife Maria and their two daughters Suzy 

(14) and Amanda. (13). 

Prior to leaving on their trip, the 

Lombardoõs were able to raise $6,700 as a 

result of  letters of appeal to local churches and the community.  Joe De Mino, former Director of 

Livingston County Catholic Charities, also did some fundraising which resulted in a grand total  of 

$13,700 being collected   A check  was presented to Fr.  Peter 

Ngochi , founder of the Rescue Center. 

The Lombardoõs originally hoped to just raise $1,600 to buy a good 

milk cow for the Rescue Center.  How-

ever due to the generosity of the  

Geneseo community, two cows were 

now able to be purchased.  

The additional money will be used to 

buy food and shelter for the cows, a 

clean  water collection system, irriga-

tion system for crops,  install two 

showers and sinks in the dormitory, 

repair a hot  water system in the 

kitchen, repair non-working flush    

toilets and add a sink in the dining hall.

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Geneseo Summer Festival credit where creditõs due

     What started in 1981 as a small summer event years ago put together by the downtown merchants and 
adopted by the Geneseo Rotary Club in 1986 has become a main family event in Livingston County each 
year. This is the 25th year of Geneseo Rotary Clubõs sponsorship of the festival. 

     The Geneseo Summer Festival is now a multi-event celebration. The Geneseo Merchantõs Association   
present their sidewalk sales, entertainments and sponsor the enormously successful Childrenõs Teddy Bear    
Parade down Main Street. 

     A record number of five class reunions from Geneseo and York Central Schools were held in the park       
during this yearõs festival. SUNY Geneseoõs Alumni Weekend also takes advantage of the festival with many 
of their reunion activities.  

     The Rochester Philharmonic Orchestra played under the stars on the college campus on Friday night. The 
Historical Air Group Air Show and its related activities shared the weekend in Geneseo. The Geneseo        
Kiwanis Clubõs Sunday Classic Car Show proved extremely successful and brought the weekend event to a 
close. 

     The continual entertainment presented by the Geneseo Rotary Club in the Village Park showcased many 
outstanding local talents to festival attendees. The free-to-the-public Saturday night Skycoasters concert          
attracted a record audience and, as always, was the raucous highlight of the festival. This was the 15th year 
of Skycoastersõ concerts at the festival. 

     This yearõs Saturday night concert 50/50 raffle was dedicated to the Ken Parfitt family. Just before        
Christmas last year, Ken was killed in an accident on I-390 while helping a stranded motorist.  

     Ken is survived by his wife and eight children. Though not a Rotarian, Kenõs life was a shining example of 
our motto òService above self.ó Concert attendees and the Geneseo Community came through with a record 
amount of money collected via traditional Saturday night concert raffles for this yearõs beneficiary. 

     The excellent food served by Rotary and local area churches offered variety for all tastes. Rotaryõs 
òPancake Breakfast-in-the-Parkó on both Saturday and Sunday was enjoyed by hundreds of Geneseo      
community residents and guests. 

     Sunday morningõs breakfast was immediately followed by a Community Ecumenical Church Service-in-
the-park  

     With the Historical Air Group Show, the RPO concert, sidewalk sales, reunions, concerts large and small, 
Alumni weekend events, car show, and food and pancakes, Geneseo Village has become the place to be on 
Geneseo Festival Weekend. 

     The cooperation and work of many groups (too many to mention all) make this festival possible. Many 
thanks to the Geneseo Merchants Association, the Geneseo Kiwanis Club, the Geneseo D.P.W., the Geneseo 
Police Department and to the Livingston County Sheriffõs Deptartment ñ all invaluable not only making this 
event happen, but also in presenting our Village Park and our Village Main Street in such a magnificent way 
to all attendees at our yearly multi -faceted event known as the Geneseo Summer Festival. 

     This yearõs festival was blessed with perfect weather and great attendance. We are looking forward to a    
bigger and better multi -event celebration next year and in years to come.
