   Solar Panel Project is a Success 

        Enlace, together with the Geneseo Rotary Club, is implementing a solar panel project for Fuente de Pino, the 
womenõs pine-needle baskets cooperative based out of Ocotal, El Sauce. Like most rural villages in Nicaragua, 
Ocotal is off the grid and doesnõt have electricity 

        Moreover, due to its location and the challenging terrain, the community will not be included in electrical grid 
expansion plans for many years.  Since the sun goes down by 6 p.m., women artisans who are primarily busy with 
housework during the day are unable to practice their craft at night.  Children cannot read or do homework in the 
evening either, and familiesõ  ability to spend time together after dark is very limited. 

        Enlace has already ordered 10 solar panels for the artisans and their families. The panels, including installation, 
cost $375 per unit. Each woman has made a $90 down payment, which they had been saving from their basket 
sales for two-months to obtain. Enlace is providing loans for the additional $60 that is required for their total   
contribution of $150. 

        Enlace, and the Geneseo Rotary Club, helped raise $225 per panel to complement the womenõs contribution, 
through donations by individuals like you. 

        Each solar panel system includes a standard 12-volt battery that stores the solar energy produced during the 
day as a source of light and electricity during the night. Because this system requires no firewood which is how 
families currently light their homes it is much more environmentally friendly and healthy. EOS, a technology-
promoting non-profit agency, will be installing the solar panels from Feb. 9-11. 

        Weõll inaugurate the project together with EOS and Fuente de Pino on Feb.17.

PROGRAM REPORT 

 Faculty Member Speaks at February 14th Club Meeting 

Dr. Aaron Steinhauer, Assistant Professor of Physics & Astronomy at SUNY Geneseo, was the pro-

gram speaker on Valentineõs Day.  He began his presentation with a photo of the Astronomy Picture of 

the Day which, appropriately,  was the beautiful Rosette Nebula.  Dr. Steinhauer              

described the nebula and showed a few other views of this interstellar cloud that 

were taken by different telescopes.  (Visit www.apod.nasa.gov to see other       

astronomy pictures of the day). 

Dr. Steinhauer then presented some information about the Kepler spacecraft which 

was launched in March 2009.  The Kepler Mission, which is sponsored by NASA, is 

to discover earth-like planets orbiting other stars  According to Dr. Steinhauer, this 

satellite òstares at one part of the skyó  and takes images every few seconds.   As of 

February, 2011 over 1,200 planetary candidates of varying sizes have been observed.

[NOTE:  The Kepler Mission is named for German astronomer Johannes Kepler (1571-1630)]. 

 

Dr. Steinhauer received his B.A. in Physics & Astronomy at Wesleyan University, and his M.A and Ph.D. in       
Astronomy at Indiana University.  He has been a member of the Geneseo faculty since 2005.
